e The student must complete a minimum of 20 hours of community service in addition to
the hours required of all KEY Club members. (All hours of service must be documented
by the organization in which the student served.)

e The scholarship is for full tuition not including extra fees each academic year and will be
renewed annually if all criteria continue to be met.

e The scholarship does not include any fees related to stock, registration, book fees,
lunches, uniforms, or any other fees/assessments.

« Applications must be received no later than March 15" of each year.

e Once eligibility criteria are reviewed, selection will be determined by a committee
appointed by the FRA Board of Directors. The recipient will be named by May 1% of
each year.

e In the event the student experiences sustained disciplinary issues the aforementioned
committee may recommend revocation of all scholarship funds.

e All scholarship funds will be paid to False River Academy. At no time will any
scholarship funds be paid directly to the student.

The other may be from a religious leader, coach,
employer, or other person who has had an important role in the life of the student.
Recommendations from family members are not acceptable.
