pocket “Keep at Home”. Only label 2 of the 3 folders) NO BLACK FOLDERS 

-​ 1 pack of wide ruled loose leaf paper 
-​ (BOYS ONLY) 1 pack of white card stock 
-​ (GIRLS ONLY) 1 pack of colored cardstock 
-​ 1 watercolor paint set (labeled with your child’s name) 
-​ 1 cloth book cover (large size) 
-​ 1 large zipper bag (labeled with your child’s name) 
-​ 1 box markers (10) (labeled with your child’s name) 
-​ 1 pack of Expo Dry Erase Markers
